Stripping of the Altar

Cantor sings as the elements are borne to an altar of repose, from which tomorrow’s Communion
is distributed. The altar is then stripped as Psalm 22 is intoned, and the chancel darkened.
Following a period of silent meditation, all leave quietly. We reassemble to pray and meditate on
the Crucifixion at 7:00pm, and to rejoice in the Resurrection Sunday morning at 8:00 & 10:00
am.
